Sixty-
one Hoosiers have served as the third highest-ranking official in
state government.
 
Duties of the office include registering new business, regulation of
the securities industry, oversight of state elections, commissioning
of notaries public, registration of trademarks and licensing of
vehicle dealerships throughout Indiana.
