Every investment opportunity should have a

prospectus that outlines the details of the

investment. 

If the seller is legitimate, they should not

hesitate to answer your questions. If they

hold back details or avoid giving written

information, you should walk away.

Promises of high returns are a big red flag.

If someone offers returns that seem too

good to be true, they probably are. Also,

just because your friends made money

doesn't mean you will , and it doesn't mean

the investment is legitimate.
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
